Library on Grand Street.
The boy told police his friend

said he should wave at the man
driving by in a minivan. The
boy·did, and said he later got
into the van and had sex with
the man for money. The man,
whom the boy said he knew as
Carl, gave the boy his phone
number.

The boy called the next day,
according to police.

The two ended up having at
least 10 sexual encounters, po­
lice said.

Authorities are investigating
the other men the boy said he
had sex with.

The boy told police that Carl
told him- Hamilton Park was a
place to meet men for sex, and
would sometimes take him
there.

It was at Hamilton Park that
the boy would later meet Police
Lt. Robert Kennedy, who faces
charges of sexually assaulting
the boy in a separate case.

On Monday, police went to
Hamilton Park and, based on
the boy's description, found
Gemino, a married father and
grandfather.

According to police, Gemino
confessed to paying the boy for
sex. Police said Gemino admit­
ted he knew the boy was 15. The
age of consent in Connecticut is
16.

But Minnella, his lawyer,
hinted Tuesday he will argue
that Gemino's confession was
~ot voluntary. Minnella said
Gemino was held at the police
department for six hours with­
out being allowed to have a
lawyer.

"Those issues we'll take up at
a later time," Minnella said.

Gemino is charged with 10
counts of second-degree sexual
assault and 10 counts of risk of
injury to a minor.

Each count of each charge
carries a maximum of 10 years
in prison.
